Mark Chandler Smith, 66, of Sumter, S.C., died Saturday, November 22, at
Prisma Health Tuomey Hospital after a prolonged illness. 

 

A native of Bishopville, S.C., Mark was a 1978 graduate of Robert E. Lee
Academy. He was a sewing machine mechanic at several local plants,
including Bishopville Manufacturing and Pioneer in Sumter. As a youngster, he
played Little League baseball, was a Cub Scout, and loved to go dirtbike
riding on Lee County backroads and beyond. 

He was the youngest son of his late parents, Gordon H. Smith and Willene
Marsh Smith of Bishopville. 

Mark lived in Sumter for many years, having to relocate once after Hurricane
Hugo destroyed his home. He enjoyed cooking and various kinds of music,
especially when he was playing one of his guitars. He also enjoyed selling
various items on eBay and ensuring that his home and yards were as
immaculate as possible. Mark was a very private person who tended to avoid
attention, especially after suffering a stroke some thirteen years ago. 

Survivors include his older brother, Gordon Derek Smith of Bishopville, two
loving aunts, Joyce Perkins and Olene Marsh of Bishopville, several cousins,
and a number of good friends and former work colleagues across the state
